Whereas, with a view to the planned and proper development of the new
city adjacent to the existing Nashik city (hereinafter referred to as “New Nashik”), the
State Government has, in accordance with the Maharashtra Regional Planning and
Town Planning Act, 1966 (37 of 1966), In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-
section (1) of section 40 of the Act (hereinafter referred to as the “Act”), the City and
Industrial Development Corporation (Limited), Maharashtra (hereinafter referred to as
CIDCO) vide Notification No. TPS-1174-18660 RPC, dated the 27th January, 1975,
(hereinafter referred to as the said “New Nashik”) has been appointed as the Special
Planning Authority for New Nashik.

And whereas, Nashik Nagar Parishad was converted into Nashik Municipal
Corporation with extension of its area on 7th November, 1982,

And whereas, the planning authority for the new Nashik area is CIDCO and
the Nashik Municipal Corporation Planning Authority is for the Nashik Municipal
Corporation area

And whereas, CIDCO has implemented a total of 6 housing schemes in the
said New Nashik area and in order to ensure proper maintenance of the service facilities
in the said New Nashik area, the Planning Authority for the said New Nashik area has
been appointed as Nashik instead of CIDCO. It is necessary to become a Municipal
Corporation. Accordingly, an agreement was signed between Nashik Municipal
Corporation and CIDCO on April 22, 2016 regarding the transfer of civic amenities to
Nashik Municipal Corporation (hereinafter referred to as the said agreement
mentioned) has been made and both of them have approved the said transfer subject to
the terms of the said agreement.

And whereas, the school building in the Neighborhood Sector at Ganesh
Chowk in Ward No. 29, measuring 10823.00 sq.m., is transferred to the Municipal
Corporation as per the agreement dated 22/04/2016 and condition no. 5 thereof, the
said building property (developed school building) as is On this basis, it has been
transferred for operation with maintenance and repair for a period of 60 years at a
nominal rent of Rs. 100/- per annum. Also, as per condition no. 2(6), CIDCO Department
has given its approval on 17/03/2025.

And whereas, as per the General Body Reldution No. 275 dated 20/07/2016
Nashik Municipal Corporation is declared as Special Planning Authority for the said new
Nashik Notified Area and also The Nashik Municipal Corporation has requested the
government to declare it as the planning authority.

AND WHEREAS, the Govt vide notification no. TPS-
1116/Pro.No0.98/2016/Navi-9, dated 14th October, 2016, CIDCO cease to be as Special
Planning Authority for the new Nashik Notified Area. with effect from 14/10/2016 and
the provisions of sub-section 2 of section 160 of the said Act shall come into force from
the date hereof and the Nashik Municipal Corporation shall remain the planning
authority for this area and the planning proposals of CIDCO approved for the area and A
notification has been issued stating that the Development Control Regulations will
continue to be applicable And Whereas Administrator CIDCO, New Nashik vide letter dt.
04/03/2025 has informed Nashik Municipal Corporation to Initial U/s. 37 procedure for
change of use from school to Hospital. »

And since, for the large class of workers who have settled in CIDCO Colony, it
is not financially affordable to get treatment in a big hospital. Hence, there is a demand
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to build a state-of-the-art hospital to treat various accidents cases and diseases. Hence,
there is a demand to build 3 state-of-the-art hospital to treat various accidents cases '
and diseases. In this School building Municipal Corporation schools are not functional
and other schools are available in CIDCO division. Therefore, instead of the school
building in the Neighborhood Sector at Ganesh Chowk in Ward No. 29 with an area of
10823.000 sg.m. new hospital to be constructed with 100 beds. The General body has
approved the proposal to make minor modification under Section 37(1) of the
Maharashtra Regional Town Planning Act, 1966 for the construction of a hospital as
mentioned in the annexure below, vide Resolution No. 131, dated 12/06/2025.

And whereas, the Nashik Municipal Corporation, having considered the
above resolution, has incorporated the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, in
the said development plan it has been decided to make minor modification in the
reservation of school buildings in the Neighbourhood Sector under Section 37(1) of
M.R.T.P. Act, 1966 as mentioned in the following Schedule.
